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1. INTRODUCTION

The extended abstract should be 2-pages in length, and fully written in English, including figures, tables and references.

The extended abstract should explain the aim and scope of your study, the materials and methods used, the results obtained and the main conclusions reached. 

2. FORMAT

The structure of the extended abstract should be:

a. Abstract (65 – 100 words)
b. Introduction (140 – 180 words)
c. Methodology (65-100 words)
d. Results and Discussion (65-100 words)
e. Conclusions (70 – 100 words)
f. Acknowledgement (optional) (20-30 words)
g. References – APA format (5-14 references)
